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A CASE STUDY
About the child:
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By birth he is normal. After 6 months he was suffered with Cold, fever and fits. During that period, the child had fall in the Delay of development. After one year the parents came to know As CP with Diplegia.This is about a CWSN boy Dokuri Anjaneyulu. He is the 2nd child of Ilaiaih and Mannamma of Cheekatimamidi village, Bommalaram(M) of Nalgonda (Dist) who was suffering with Cerebral Palsy (C.P). Type of C.P is Diplegia. This means legs are more affected than the hands. I took this case as under Home Based Education in 2008. Anjaneyulu’s parents were farmers and staying at their farms. At the age of 4 years I gave therapy for Speech and Behaviour Modification. I made him to play making water bubbles, stringing beads and building ring towers to draw his attention.

At HBE:
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Then I started speech therapy on non-verbal-sounds, he expressed happiness, sadness, fear, danger, etc. I made him to respond to wish/greet to others. Then slowly I started speech and language development therapy for identifying his family members (showing photo album) and body parts with a doll.
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His vegetative skills were normal but his legs were very weak. He couldn’t walk with/without support. One day at Bhongir division wise Physiotherapy camps were conducted by Rajiv Vidya Mission, Nalgonda. I took Anjanejulu with his parents to the camp.
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In this camp the physiotherapist explained exercises for Anjaneyulu for standing on his feet. The parents of the child & I made him to practice every day. Firstly he made him sleep straight on a flat surface and moved his foot in front and back direction by holding it. Next he practiced he press both his knees softly and moves his hip in upward and downward position. This was to be done for 10 times in the morning and evening every day. 
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After 3 months, the tremendous improvements were paced in Anjaneyulu. He was able to stand without support for few minutes then with support for a longer time. The changes brought lot of happiness in me, his parents and also their neighbours. The child was also practiced walking by providing Gate Training with two sticks in his residence. The child was advised to enroll in the school for further education. The child was provided with wheel chair in 2009.This made him to move from home to other places. 
At School:
Anjaneyulu was joined in CPS.Cheekatimamidi with the support of Resource Teacher, Parents and Teachers Specially with the support of Smt. N. L Padmavathi, who is the class teacher for class-I. After joining the child in school, RVM (SSA) Nalgonda sanctioned and constructed the Ramp with Rail in 2010. Now the child is getting Escort Allowance. The required academic support to the teacher by SSA. The RT also visiting school once in a week and helping the child as well as teacher.
 Present Status

Now the child is attending to school regularly. The classmates were became friends of   him and moving close with them. These friends are helping him in providing facilities and providing support to learn. Now the child is well equipped in writing and reading skills. The child is enjoying the rhymes with action. He also participating in colouring, painting.
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
