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Home Based Education:
As per the �zero rejection� policy under SSA, children with severe and profound   disabilities   are considered as �not exceptional� to cover under Inclusive Education programme. For such children, who cannot attend the school due to their severe  disabilities, the school comes to the child at home and provides required services like physiotherapy, speech therapy, writing and reading in Braille etc. At present,  10872 children are covered under Home based  education in the state.                                                                       
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Rapid Assessment cum Identification of Disabilities among 6-14 years age group children:
AP SSA has launched a special programme called Rapid Assessment cum Identification of Disabilities in the month of July 2006, to identify children with special needs within and out side the schools in the entire state. Teachers have screened all school age children   of 6-14 years in the state under this programme by involving Anganwadi Workers and ANMs at the habitation level. Medical experts assessed such children to identify their special needs.
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Special Residential Bridge Course Camps:
AP SSA has started 87 Special Residential Bridge Course Camps (Pre integration preparatory centers) for the CWSN. In these centers, the out of school children will be trained in basic communicative, academic and life skills before they are admitted in to formal schools. During the current academic year, 1348 CWSN have been mainstreamed in to regular schools of education from these centers.
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	Supply of Assistive devices:
AP SSA has facilitated the children with special needs to pursue their school education on par with other normal peer by supplying required assistive devices. AP SSA has provided assistive devices for free of cost to 32651 needy children.
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Barrier free access to schools for CWSN:
To have free physical access to classroom by the children with special needs, Barrier-free architectural modifications and arrangements were made in 19882 schools. District authorities have identified nearly 9504 schools in the state to take up barrier free modifications on priority basis in this financial year. 
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Corrective surgeries:
AP SSA has facilitated the children with special needs to pursue their school education on par with other normal peer by conducting minor corrective surgeries. Minor corrective surgeries, were done to 3002 eligible children at the district level.
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Trainings to in-service teachers:
In order to prepare the teacher as a full-fledged resource person at school level, trainings on IE are made a continuous feature every year. A three-day comprehensive training programme is designed to orient nearly 45000 in-service schoolteachers during this financial year.
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Sensitization to parents of CWSN on Inclusive Education:
1-day orientation programmes were conducted to the parents of children with special needs at mandal level. Parents were oriented on how to guide and manage their children in academic areas and help in acquiring self-help skills.
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
